Tips of violin playing
Zuckerman said:
“Many violinists are hampered by a vibrato technique that is impelled by the arm, and suffer from an inconsistent and interrupted ton. An arm vibrato actually forces the player to stop his vibrato for an instant between notes and position shifts so that a continued vibrato in singing passages it quite impossible. 

Every performer must find the correct angle for the relationship between violin and bow. Even among advanced pupils there are many flaws in this regard.”

Perlman said:
 “I studied with a woman of Russian background named Rivka Goldgart. She was my first real teacher…….I studied with Rivka Goldgart for eight years…… Her priorities were very, very right: intonation, exercise, scales every day.   From the age of seven, I practiced about three hours a day. The first hour was basically all these exercises. The second was etudes. And the third was repertoire, Concertos. ”
