A bit about Queretaro…
• State of Queretaro the 

smallest in Mexico
• About 1.4 million residents
• The city of Queretaro is 

220km north of Mexico 
City

• Historically significant for 
Mexico

• 55,000 university students



What’s the state of play?
• Queretaro is a young city that is very 

postmodern

• The youth of Mexico are turning away from 
God to nothing-ism.  They see the church as 
irrelevant, legalistic and untrusting.

• 65% of the Mexican population is under 25
• 89% of the population are Roman Catholic



Vision
• The vision of the team is to see the Mexican church 

intentionally reaching today's younger generation 
and equipping them to be spiritual leaders for the 
kingdom of God in Mexico and around the world

• This is accomplished by modelling and equipping 
young Christian leaders and the local church in 
principles of intentional discipleship, relational 
evangelism, and training for multiplication.  

• The team partners with a local church and has a 
university ministry centre to model these principles.
